(One	Reader;	ALL	read	BOLD)	The	Lord	says:	My	people,	what	have	I	done	to	you?	How	have	I	offended	
you?	Answer	me!	I	led	you	from	slavery	to	freedom,	but	you	led	your	Savior	to	the	cross.	I	brought	you	
out	of	Egypt,	but	you	handed	me	over	to	the	high	priests.	
Holy	God,	holy	and	mighty,	holy	and	immortal	One,	have	mercy	on	us.	
My	people,	what	have	I	done	to	you?	How	have	I	offended	you?	Answer	me!	I	led	you	on	your	way	in	a	
pillar	of	cloud,	but	you	led	me	to	Pilate's	court.	I	bore	you	up	with	manna	in	the	desert,	but	you	struck	me	
down	and	scourged	me.
